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-TERMINOLOGY

AC Joinl—’AcromioclavicuIar joint, a joint of the shoulder where the
acromion process of the scapula (shoulder blade) and the distal end of the
clavicle (collar bone) meet (shoulder separation)

Abduct - The movement of any limb away from the midpoint of the body.

Abscess - An infection of the skin and underlying tissue which produces
pus, can be caused by a cut, blister or callus. Turf burn can easily lead to
an abscess if not cared for promptly.

Adduct - A movement towards the centre line of the body.

Aerobic - Any activity requiring oxygen. The aerobic system is used for
activities of long duration (over 5 sec).

Anaerobic - Any activity that does not use oxygen. The anaerobic system
is used for activities of short duration at maximum effort.

Anterior Cruciate Ligament - A primary stabilizing ligament within
the center of the knee joint that prevents hyperextension and excessive
rotation of the joint. A complete tear of the ACL necessitating reconstruc-
tion could require up to 12 months of rehabilitation. The ACL is ripped or
torn in 70% of all serious knee injuries, and may require reconstructive
surgery.

Anterior Talofibular Ligament - Ligament of the ankle that connects
the fibula to the talus. This ligament is often sprained when the ankle is
inverted, and is typically classified as a first degree sprain.

Anti-lnﬂammatorv - Any substance which prevents or stops inflam-
mation/swelling.

Arthroscope - A medical device which is used to view the inside of a
joint. It contains a camera and clippers which can be used to cut cartilage.
When a player is “scoped” this is the instrument that is used.

Aspiration - The withdrawal of fluid from a body cavity by means of
suction, e.g. the removal of water on the knee.

Avulsion - The tearing away, forcibly, of a part or body structure, e.g. an
avulsion fracture.

Brachial Plexus - A network of nerve fibers of the cervical spine. The
nerves that emerge from the brachial plexus supply the upper limb. A

burner/stinger is an overextension or compression of these nerves. Usu-
ally occurs when the player suffers a blow to the side of the head/neck.

Bruise - A discolouration of the skin due to the tearing of blood capillar-
ies in the subcutaneous tissue.

Bursa - A sack or pouch of synovial fluid located at friction points,
especially at the joints. Serves to protect the joints and tendons from
wear and tear.

(apsule - An enclosing structure which surrounds the joint and contains
ligaments which stabilize the joint.

(arpal Bones - Consists of eight small bones that make up the wrist,
articulates with.the radius and ulna bones.
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(artilage - A type of connective tissue that adds in support and stability
of a joint and acts as a shock absorber in weight bearing joints. Cartilage
is very smooth and prevents bones from rubbing together. When torn it
must be clipped or sewn back together.

(TScan-A computer image that gives a cross sectional view of the
anatomical part being investigated.

Cervical Vertebrae - The C-1 through C-7 vertebrae which are located
in the neck. These vertebrae are the most susceptible to damage when a
force is applied in a downward motion to the top of the head.

(harley Horse -A deep contusion or bruise of the muscle that results in
bleeding within the muscle. -

(lavicle - Bone in the anterior upper thorax/shoulder, articulates with
the sternum (breastbone) and the scapula, commonly known as the collar
bone.

Concussion - A violent shaking or jarring action of the brain resulting in
immediate or transient impairment of neurological function. A concussion
is an injury to the brain itself and must be treated very seriously.

Contusion - A compression injury involving accumulation of blood and
lymph within a muscle. Usually caused by a blunt object, e.g. a helmet.

Degenerative Disc Disease - The gradual deterioration of the disc
between the vertebrae.

Therapeutic Ultrasound - An electric signal that transmits a sound
wave through an applicator into the skin to increase the local tissue
temperature and promote wound healing.

Dislocation - Separation of a joint so that the bone ends are no longer
in contact.

Distal — Reference away from the trunk of the body.

Edema - - Alocal or generalized condition in which the body tissues
contain an excessive amount of tissue fluid.

EMG (Ele(tromyogram) - A test to determine nerve function.

Extension - Increasing the angle between the bones forming a joint.

- External Rotation — movement of the anterior surface of a limb, away
from the mid-line of the body.

Femur - Bone of the upper leg/thigh, articulates with the knee and the
hip.

Fibula - Bone outside of the lower leg, articulating with the tibia at the
ankle and the tibia at the knee.
Flexion - Decreasing the angle between the bones forming a joint.

Fracture - A break in any bone.

lecoqen - Form in which foods are stored in the body as energy.




MEDICAL

Grade one injury - A mild injury when the tissue may have been
stretehed or contused, but not torn or otherwise disrupted.

Grade two injury - A moderate injury when the tissue has been
partially but not fully torn. It causes a significant decrease in function of
the joint.

Grade three injury - A severe injury in which tissue has been
significantly or
completely torn.

Groin Strain - A groin pull is an injury to the muscles of the inner thigh.
The groin muscles, called the “adductor muscle” group, consists of six
muscles that span the distance from the inner pelvis to the inner part of
the femur (thigh bone).

Hamstrinqs - A group of three muscles on the posterior side of the
upper leg. They are often injured due to improper stretching or poor
flexibility.

Heat (ramps - Painful muscle spasms of the arms or legs caused by
excessive body heat and depletion of fluids and electrolytes.

Heat Exhaustion - Mild form of shock due to dehydration because of
excessive sweating when exposed to heat and humidity.

Heat Stroke - Condition produced when the body cannot easily lose
heat and characterized by reduced perspiration and elevated body tem-
perature. Essentially the body loses the ability to cool itself. Can be fatal.

Hematoma - Swelling or a mass of blood confined to an organ, tissue,
or space and caused by a break in a blood vessel.

Hernia - A hernia occurs when part of an organ (usually the intestines)
protrudes through a weak point or tear in the thin muscular wall that
holds the abdominal organs in place. Inguinal hernia — appears as a bulge
in the groin or scrotum, Femoral hernia — appears as a bulge in the upper
thigh, Umbilical hernia — a bulge around the belly button.

Herniated disc - Herniation of the nucleus pulposus (HNP) occurs
when the nucleus pulposus (gel-like substance) breaks through the
anulus fibrosus (tire-like structure) of an intervertebral disc (spinal shock
absorber).

Humerus - Bone in the upper arm, articulates with the elbow to the
scapula.

Hyperextension - Extension of a limb or body part past its normal
range of motion.

Hyperthermia —An acute condition which occurs when the body
produces or absorbs more heat than it can dissipate. It is usually due to
excessive exposure to heat. The heat-regulating mechanisms of the body
eventually become overwhelmed and unable to effectively deal with the
heat, and body temperature climbs uncontrollably. This is a serious medi-
cal emergency that requires immediate medical attention.

Hypothermia - Any condition in which the temperature of a body drops
below the level required for normal metabolism and/or bodily function to
take place. This can lead to a serious medical emergency that requires
medical attention.

Inflammation - Localized, protective response to tissue injury
designed to destroy, dilute, or wall off the infecting agent or injured tis-
sue; characterized by SHARP — Swelling, Heat, Altered function, Redness
and Pain

Internal Rotation — movement of the anterior surface of a limb,
towards the mid-line of the body.

Lateral - Reference away from the midline of the body.

Lateral Collateral Ligament — Provides support and stability to the
lateral side of the knee or elbow joints.
Ligament - Dense regular connective tissue that attaches bone to bone.

Lumbar Vertebrae — one of the five vertebrae between the thoracic
vertebrae and the sacrum.

Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI) - A diagnostic procedure that
focuses on the nuclei of atoms of a single element in a tissue, usually
hydrogen, to determine if they behave normally in the presence of an
external magnetic force; which is then transformed in to a image of the
tissue.

Medial - Reference towards the midline of the body.

Medial Collateral Ligament - Provides support and stability to the
medial side of the knee or elbow joints.

Menismtomv - A surgical procedure of the knee in which all or part of
the damaged meniscus is removed.

Meniscus - A crescent-shaped piece of cartilage found in joints. Works
to absorb weight within the knee and provide stability.

Metacarpals - Five long bones of the hand running from the wrist to
the fingers.

Metatarsals - Five long bones of the foot, running from the ankle to
the toes.

Methicillin-resistant Staphylococcus Aureus (MRSA) - skin
infection that is resistant to a large group of antibiotics. It is spread from
person to person through direct skin contact or contact with shared items.
or surfaces. It is difficult to treat because it often does not respond to
antibiotics.

Patella - The kneecap. The patella functions to protect the distal end
of the femur.

Patella Tendinitis - inflammation of the quadriceps tendon.
Patellofemoral Stress Syndrome - Pain in the knee, usually caused

by a muscle and strength imbalance between the tissue on the lateral
side of the knee and the muscle on the medical side.
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Pelvis — Consists of three bones, innominate, sacrum and coccyx. Serves Thorax - Consists of twelve pairs of curved bone that surround the

Phalanqes — Bones of the fingers or toes. Turf-Toe - A sprain to the joint of the first toe, typically caused by

Phlebitis - Inflammation of a vein. hyperextension.

Posterior Cruciate Ligament - The primary stabilizing ligament of the knee

that provides significant stability and prevents displacement of the tibia Ulna - Forearm bone that sits medially.

months. "Wind Knocked Out” - Syndrome describing a contraction of the
abdominal nerve truck, the solar plexus, as a result of an abdominal

Proximal - Reference toward the trunk of the body. contusion.

Radius - Forearm bone on the lateral side.

Rotator (uff - A group of muscles (supraspinatus, infraspinatus, teres
minor and subscapularis) that hold the head of the humerus in the glenoid
fossa of the scapula. Quarterbacks and baseball pitchers are most suscep-
tible to rotator cuff injury.

Scapula — Bone that forms the posterior part of the shoulder, articulates
with the clavicle and humerus.

Sciatica - - Initation or pressure on one or several nerves that contribute
to the sciatic nerve can cause pain, burning, tingling, and numbness that
extends from the buttock into the leg and sometimes into the foot.

Sciatic Nerve - Major nerve that carries impulses for muscular action
and sensations between the low back and thigh and lower leg; it is the
longest nerve in the body.

Shin Splints = Pain in the anterior, posterior, or posterolateral area of
the lower leg.

Spasm — An involuntary sudden movement or muscular contraction that
occurs as a result of irritant or trauma.

Sprain - injury or tear to a ligament.

Strain - injury to the muscle or musculotendinous unit from a violent
contraction or excessive forcible stretch.

Stress Fracture - a fine or hairline fracture which occurs from repetitive
microtrauma, typically on weight bearing bones.

Subluxation - A partial dislocation of a joint. The term usually implies
that the joint can return to its normal position without formal reduction.

Tarsals - Consist of seven bones that make up the foot below the ankle.

Tendinitis - Inflammation of a tendon or tendon sheath caused by
overuse.

Tendon — Connective tissue that connects muscle to bone.

Tibia - Larger of the two bones in the lower leg, is the weight-bearing
bone.

Thoracic Vertebrae — one of the 12 vertebrae that connect the ribs and
form part of the posterior wall of the thorax.
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
